Race 3 - 6:13pm. 
THE KINGSCLERE STUD IRISH EBF RESTRICTED NOVICE STAKES (CLASS 4) (for horses in Bands B, C and D) 
(EBF Restricted Race Qualifier) (GBB RACE)

Permission was given for DEBORA’S DREAM (IRE), LE GEYT (IRE) and PRESSURE’S ON (FR) to wear 
a red hood to post.

Following the race, Kieran O’Neill reported that NEWFANGLED (IRE), unplaced, was denied a clear run 1 
½ furlongs out and William Cox reported that GLAMOUROUS JOY, unplaced, ran green.
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Race 4 - 6:43pm. 
THE CARA GLASS HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for CONNIE’S ROSE and IMPERIOUSITY to wear a red hood to post.

Following the race, George Rooke reported that THE THAMES BOATMAN, placed second, ran too freely 
and Paddy Bradley reported that THISMYDREAM (IRE), placed fourth, hung left-handed.

Race 5 - 7:13pm. 
THE PAM BRUFORD MEMORIAL HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for DUMFRIES to wear a red hood to post. 

Leaving the stalls, PLAYUPSKYBLUES (IRE), drawn 6, jumped right-handed onto MUDSKIPPER, drawn 
5, which moved that runner onto GET STUCK IN (IRE), drawn 4, which caused DUMFRIES, drawn 3, to 
be short of room, but after viewing a recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was 
involved. 

Approximately 1 furlong out, NATZOR (FR), unplaced, moved quickly right-handed at the same time as 
PLAYUPSKYBLUES (IRE), placed third, shifted marginally left-handed resulting in GOLSPIE (IRE), placed 
second, being short for room and its rider having to take a check, but after viewing a recording of the 
incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved.

Following the race, Charles Bishop reported that GOLSPIE (IRE), placed second, was denied a clear run 
approximately 1 furlong out. Kieran Shoemark reported that I’M TOO TIRED (IRE), unplaced, stopped 
quickly; the Veterinary Officer examined the gelding post-race and had nothing to report.

Race 6 - 7:43pm. 
THE KINGSCLERE RACING CLUB HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4)

Permission was given for CAPTAIN KANE, TASHI (IRE) and CAPONE (GER) to wear a red hood to post.

After an initial false start, the start was effected successfully on the second attempt. However, having 
reviewed recordings of the false start, the Starters were satisfied that no riders should be reported for 
contravening the starting procedures.

Following the race, Hollie Doyle reported that CHARLES ST, placed fifth, ran in snatches.
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
