PHAROH JAKE lost its right fore shoe on the way to the start. As the trainer had not stated at declarations
that the gelding should be withdrawn in the event it lost a shoe, PHAROH JAKE was allowed to run.

PERFECT PASTIME, drawn 5, anticipated the start and accelerated the gate at the same moment as the
race had been started. Being satisfied that it was not caused through a faulty action of the starting stalls,
no further action was taken.
