The performance of ROYAL RHYTHM (IRE), which started second favourite but finished unplaced, was
considered. Jonjo O’Neill could offer no explanation for the gelding’'s performance. The Veterinary Officer
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examined the gelding post-race during routine testing and had nothing to report.

Following the race, the Veterinary Officer reported that CARNET DE STAGE (IRE), unplaced, lost its right
fore shoe.

The Veterinary
Officer reported that MAILLOT BLANC, placed fifth, lost both front shoes.
