Race 1 - 1:45pm. 
THE RACING TV NOVICE STAKES (CLASS 5) (GBB RACE)

The Veterinary Officer reported that upon inspection SIR LELO was grey and not bay as published in the 
racecard.

Inside the final furlong both HOT DIGGITY DOG (IRE), placed fourth, and WOODLANDS CHARM (IRE), 
placed fifth, were denied clear runs behind the weakening BELOVED OF ALL (IRE), unplaced, and 
BRAZEN BEST, unplaced.

The performance of CAIO SHARK (IRE), which started favourite and finished unplaced, was considered. 
The explanation of Michael Bell’s representative that the colt was unsuited by the going, which was 
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officially described as Good to Soft, and in his opinion was riding softer than described, was noted. The 
Veterinary Officer reported that a post-race examination of CAIO SHARK (IRE), during routine testing, 
failed to reveal any abnormalities.

Race 2 - 2:15pm. 
THE BET WITH THE tote SELLING STAKES (CLASS 6)

Permission was given for BLUE HERO (CAN) to go early to post.

Leaving the stalls, PETERBUILT, placed fifth, jumped left-handed resulting in BLUE HERO (CAN), placed 
fourth, being hampered but after viewing a recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence 
was involved.

Race 3 - 2:45pm. 
THE ANNIE OXTOBY MEMORIAL HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Approximately 1½ furlongs out, the winner, TERUNTUM STAR (FR), lugged quickly right-handed, despite 
the rider's best efforts, causing VAN GERWEN, unplaced, to be checked in its run, but after viewing a 
recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved and that it had not improved the 
placing of TERUNTUM STAR (FR).

Following the race, Sean Kirrane reported that SOUL SEEKER (IRE), placed fourth, hung left-handed, 
Nathan Evans reported that DEBAWTRY (IRE), placed sixth, jumped awkwardly from the stalls and 
missed the break. Ben Robinson reported that VAN GERWEN, unplaced, suffered interference 
approximately 1½ furlongs out and moved poorly thereafter, leading to him easing the gelding down inside 
the final furlong. The Veterinary Officer reported that a post-race examination of VAN GERWEN failed to 
reveal any abnormalities.

Permission was given for RED GLORY (IRE) to wear a hood in the Parade Ring.

Kevin Stott, the rider of CAN CAN GIRL (IRE), placed second, was suspended for 2 days for using his 
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whip above the permitted level from inside 2 furlongs out.

Race 7 - 4:45pm. 
THE LECONFIELD MAIDEN FILLIES' STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for NATURAL COLOUR to wear a hood in the Parade Ring and for TIMELESS 
SOUL (GER) to wear a red hood to post.

Michael Wigham was fined £290 for failing to notify the Racing Calendar Office that POOL FUND (IRE) 
had undergone Wind Surgery until after the horse had been declared to run.

The Starter reported that HELLENISTA was unruly when entering the stalls and withdrawn at 4:46pm. Tim 
Easterby was informed that the filly could not run until the day after passing a stalls test.
