Following the race, Connor Beasley reported that CERSEI LANNISTER (IRE), unplaced, was slowly away.

Race 2 - 2:30pm.
THE FLAT OUT MORE RACING ON RACINGTV HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)
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Permission was given for FINAL FRONTIER (IRE) to go early to post and for SPACE WAR to be mounted
on the track and to go early to post.

An enquiry was held to consider interference approaching 6 furlongs out, involving INTENSE STYLE
(IRE), unplaced, ridden by Faye McManoman, FINAL FRONTIER (IRE), placed fifth, ridden by James
Sullivan and ALLEN A DALE (IRE), placed sixth, ridden by Paul Hanagan. McManoman was suspended
for 5 days for careless riding as she maneuvered right when insufficiently clear, causing considerable
interference which resulted in James Sullivan having to check for several strides on FINAL FRONTIER
(IRE), which in turn caused ALLEN A DALE (IRE) to be tightened for room against the rail.

Following the race, Ben Curtis reported that BAHUTA ACHA, unplaced, hung left throughout and Cam
Hardie reported that PROCEEDING, unplaced, was hampered leaving the stalls.

Race 3 - 3:00pm.
THE RACING TV'S BIGGEST EVER FLAT SEASON HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

An enquiry was held to consider interference inside the final furlong, involving SIOUX FRONTIER (IRE),
placed fourth, ridden by Lewis Edmunds and QAWAMEES (IRE), placed second, ridden by Kieran O’Neill.
O’Neill was suspended for 2 days for careless riding as he allowed his mount to drift right when
insufficiently clear, causing SIOUX FRONTIER (IRE) to be carried off its intended line onto the heels of
DEW POND, placed third, causing Edmunds to check for several strides.

Following the race, Rebecca Bastiman reported that LOW PROFILE, placed sixth, was unsuited by the
Good to Soft going, which in their opinion was riding softer than the official description, and would prefer a
quicker surface.
