Race 1 - 1:30pm. 
THE WILLIAM HILL SILVER CUP HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4)

Permission was given for SPIORADALTA to wear a red hood to post.

An enquiry was held to consider the placings in this race after interference approximately two furlongs out, 
when the winner, DESERT SHADOW, ridden by Kevin Stott interfered with SPIORADALTA, placed 
second, ridden by Paul Mulrennan. The Stewards considered that the interference had improved DESERT 
SHADOW’s placing as Stott allowed his mount to drift right-handed, causing Mulrennan to be short of 
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room on the rail and having to take a strong check for several strides, losing both momentum and ground 
to be beaten a diminishing neck. Therefore the Stewards revised the placings as follows: First – 
SPIORADALTA, Second – DESERT SHADOW, Third - GLISTENING NIGHTS (FR), Fourth – 
DISTINCTION (IRE). Stott was suspended for 3 days for careless riding as he allowed his mount to drift 
right-handed without sufficient correction, resulting in Mulrennan having to take a strong check for several 
strides.

Inside the final furlong, DESERT SHADOW, placed second, shifted quickly left-handed, causing 
GLISTENING NIGHTS (FR), placed third, to be moved slightly off its intended line, but after viewing a 
recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved and that it had not improved the 
placing of DESERT SHADOW.

The performance of TIME TELLS ALL (IRE), which started favourite and finished eighth of nine runners 
was considered. Declan Carroll’s explanation that the gelding ran flat having ran six days ago, was noted. 
The Veterinary Officer examined the TIME TELLS ALL (IRE) during routine testing and had nothing to 
report.

Race 2 - 2:05pm. 
THE WILLIAM HILL BEVERLEY BULLET SPRINT STAKES (CLASS 1) (Listed Race)

Permission was given for ADRESTIA and FIRST INSTINCT to wear red hoods to post and for 
SHAGRAAN (IRE) to go early to post wearing a red hood.

An enquiry was held to consider interference shortly after the start, involving REGIONAL, unplaced, ridden 
by Callum Rodriguez, STAR OF LADY M, placed third, ridden by Mark Winn and ADRESTIA, placed 
second, ridden by David Allan. Rodriguez was suspended for 
2 days as he allowed his mount to shift right-handed when insufficiently clear, causing Winn to be moved 
off his intended line and take a check which in turn caused Allan to be momentarily tight for room.

Following the race, Callum Rodriguez reported that he felt something amiss with REGIONAL, unplaced, 
approaching the final furlong and felt it prudent to ease the gelding. The Veterinary Officer examined the 
gelding post-race and had nothing to report.

Race 3 - 2:35pm. 
THE NAPOLEONS CASINO AND RESTAURANT HULL EBF FILLIES' NOVICE STAKES (CLASS 4) (GBB RACE)

Permission was given for IF I COULD DREAM, LOVE LOVE LOVE and MISS LADY GRACE (IRE) to wear 
red hoods to post.

Race 4 - 3:07pm. 
THE WESTWOOD NURSERY HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 6)

Following the race, Cam Hardie reported that BESTFOOTLEADS, unplaced, hung left-handed throughout.
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Race 5 - 3:42pm. 
THE TYRE SCOPE RESTRICTED MAIDEN STAKES (CLASS 4) (for horses in Bands B, C and D) (GBB RACE)

THE CONSTANT SECURITY HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for ATOMIC MASS (IRE) to go early to post wearing a red hood; for EMPEROR’S 
SON to go early and be led to post and for HUNDRED CAPS to wear a red hood to post.

The performance of CAPE SOVEREIGN (IRE), which finished ninth of eleven runners, was considered. 
Kevin Ryan’s representative could offer no explanation for the gelding’s performance. The Veterinary 
Officer examined CAPE SOVEREIGN (IRE) during routine testing and had nothing to report.
