Race 1 - 4:40pm. 
THE BRUNSWICK ARMS DAWLISH MARES' MAIDEN HURDLE RACE (CLASS 4) (GBB RACE)

Permission was given for HOT SMOKED to be mounted on the chute and for OPTICAL GIRL to wear a 
red hood to post and be mounted on the chute.

Following the race, Liam Harrison reported that BECKY THE BOO, which was pulled up, stopped quickly 
and the Veterinary Officer reported that a post-race examination of the filly failed to reveal any 
abnormalities other than that BECKY THE BOO had lost its right fore shoe.
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Race 2 - 5:10pm. 
THE HEART OF OAK PINHOE EXETER NOVICES' HANDICAP STEEPLE CHASE (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for CARRIGREADY (IRE) to wear a hood in the Parade Ring and go early to post.

Race 3 - 5:40pm. 
THE SANDYGATE INN KINGSTEIGNTON NEWTON ABBOT NOVICES' HANDICAP HURDLE RACE (CLASS 5)

Carroll Gray was fined £140 for doubly declaring VINNIE’S ICON (IRE) to run in THE SANDYGATE INN 
KINGSTEIGNTON NEWTON ABBOT NOVICES' HANDICAP HURDLE RACE (CLASS 5) at Exeter and 
THE HENRYS BAR MOUNT PLEASANT EXETER HANDICAP HURDLE RACE (CLASS 5) at Exeter, and 
the filly ran in the latter.

Race 4 - 6:10pm. 
THE HEAVITREE BREWERY PLC HANDICAP STEEPLE CHASE (CLASS 3)

Following the race, Fergus Gillard reported that DINDIN (FR), which was pulled up, ran too free.

Race 5 - 6:40pm. 
THE HENRYS BAR MOUNT PLEASANT EXETER HANDICAP HURDLE RACE (CLASS 5)

An enquiry was held to consider interference shortly after entering the home straight involving SIENNA 
ROYALE (IRE), unplaced, ridden by Rex Dingle, BEST PAL (IRE), unplaced, ridden by Danny Burton, and 
KAPITALISTE (FR), unplaced, ridden by Adam Wedge. The interference was found to be accidental as 
when on tiring mounts, Dingle shifted marginally right as Wedge shifted slightly left, causing the improving 
BEST PAL (IRE) to clip the heels of KAPITALISTE (FR).

Following the race, Jeremy Scott reported that SIENNA ROYALE (IRE), unplaced, made a respiratory 
noise.

Race 6 - 7:10pm. 
THE TOTNES AND BRIDGETOWN RACES CO LTD INTERMEDIATE HUNTERS' STEEPLE CHASE (CLASS 6)

Following the race, Miss G. Ortterwell reported that MAHLER STYLE (IRE), which was pulled up, ran too 
free and the Veterinary Officer reported that the filly had lost its left fore shoe. The Veterinary Officer 
reported that JABBEA (IRE), which was pulled up, had lost its left hind shoe.

Race 7 - 7:40pm. 
THE CRICKET INN BEESANDS OPEN NATIONAL HUNT FLAT RACE (CLASS 5) (Category 1 Elimination) (GBB 
RACE)

An enquiry was held to consider interference rounding the final bend involving SPIDER BILL, unplaced, 
ridden by Harry Kimber, MY MONTY, unplaced, ridden by Adam Wedge, and CHAMPERSGALORE, 
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unplaced, ridden by Rex Dingle. The interference was found to be accidental as a tiring NO TACKLE, 
unplaced, dropped back onto SPIDER BILL, resulting in MY MONTY being carried slightly right onto 
CHAMPERSGALORE, causing Dingle to become short for galloping room and have to take a severe 
check.

Following the race, the Veterinary Officer reported that MY MONTY, unplaced, had bled from the nose.
