Race 1- 2:00pm .
THE RACEDAYS FOR £9 AT NOTTINGHAM RACECOURSE NURSERY HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for HAVANA GREY STAR to wear a red hood to post.

An enquiry was held to consider interference inside 1 % furlongs out involving HAVANA GREY STAR,
placed fourth, ridden by Daniel Tudhope; KOODINI (IRE), placed third, ridden by Oisin Orr and
YAHAIRA (IRE), unplaced, ridden by William Cox. The interference was found to be accidental as
KOODINI (IRE) changed leads and shifted quickly right-handed away from HAVANA GREY STAR into
the path of a weakening YAHAIRA (IRE) causing Cox to take a brief check.

The performance of YAHAIRA (IRE) which finished unplaced, was considered. Tom Dascombe could
offer no explanation for the filly's performance other than the run may have come too soon having won
at Newbury 9 days previous. The Veterinary Officer examined YAHAIRA (IRE) post-race and had
nothing to report.

Following the race, Daniel Tudhope reported that HAVANA GREY STAR, placed fourth, ran too free.

Race 2 - 2:30pm .
THE EBF MAIDEN FILLIES' STAKES (CLASS 3) (GBB RACE)

Permission was given for NICELY (IRE) to wear a red hood to post.
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Race 3- 3:00pm .
THE HON. ALDERMAN MALCOLM WOOD MEMORIAL NURSERY HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4)

Permission was given for PAST PASSION, SEED YA LATER (IRE) and WAIT GEORDIE to wear a red
hood to post. Permission was also given for HOLI SCARLETT (IRE) to be mounted in the chute.

Approaching the final furlong, UNDERCOVER AFFAIR (IRE), placed third, edged right-handed at the
same time as the winner HOLI SCARLETT (IRE) lugged left-handed whilst racing greenly causing the
rider of ON THE QUEUE TEE, placed fifth, to briefly take a precautionary check, but after viewing a
recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved and that it had not improved
the placing of either UNDERCOVER AFFAIR (IRE) or HOLI SCARLETT (IRE).

Following the race, John Egan reported that UNDERCOVER AFFAIR (IRE), placed third, hung both
ways. The Veterinary Officer reported that ON THE QUEUE TEE, placed fifth, bled from the nose.

Race 4 - 3:30pm .
THE CONSTRUCTION DAY 14TH OCTOBER HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5)

Permission was given for SAHARA MAGIC to wear a red hood and go early to post. Permission was
also given for MAYFLOWER BILLY to wear a red hood to post and for THORNABY ANNIE (IRE) to go
early to post.

Leaving the stalls, MERESIDE PRINCESS (IRE), placed third, jumped very awkwardly and veered
sharply right-handed badly hampering the winner, EMPIRICAL (IRE), but after viewing a recording of
the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved.

Following the race Jack Nicholls reported that THORNABY ANNIE (IRE), unplaced, ran too free and
David Allan reported that STORM ESME, unplaced, hung left-handed.

Race 6 - 4:40pm .
THE WILDWEST BEER FESTIVAL 4TH JULY HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 6)

Permission was given for PHANTOM SHADOW (FR) to wear a red hood to post.

Leaving the stalls, RUGBY UNION, unplaced, jumped right-handed hampering TALKING IN CODE,
unplaced, but after viewing a recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved.

Rounding the home bend, TALKING IN CODE, unplaced, lugged quickly right-handed bumping RUGBY
UNION, unplaced, which became unbalance as a result, but after viewing a recording of the incident, it
was found that no riding offence was involved.

Approaching %2 a furlong out, the winner BEAUTY GENERATION (IRE) hung right-handed despite the
rider's best efforts to correct the gelding slightly hampering MOHMENTOUS, placed third, which was
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carried off its intended line, but after viewing a recording of the incident, it was found that no riding
offence was involved and that it had not improved the placing of BEAUTY GENERATION (IRE).

Following the race, Sam James reported that RUGBY UNION (USA), unplaced, hung badly right-
handed and Daniel Tudhope reported that MOHMENTOUS, placed third, hung right-handed.

Race 7 - 5:15pm .
THE EVENTS AT NOTTINGHAM RACECOURSE TRAINING SERIES APPRENTICE HANDICAP STAKES
(CLASS 5) (Part of the Racing Excellence Series)

Permission was given for MISS BRAZEN to wear a red hood to post.

The Starter reported that MISS BRAZEN broke out of the stalls and was withdrawn at 5:16pm. Michael
and David Easterby were informed that the mare could not run until the day after passing a stalls test.

Approaching ¥z a furlong out BEAUMADIER (IRE), placed second, lugged right-handed at the same
time as SPIRIT OF APPLAUSE, placed third, edged left-handed resulting in MUKER (IRE), placed
fourth, having to be switched right-handed after being disappointed for a clear run, but after viewing a
recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved and that it had not improved
the placing of either BEAUMADIER (IRE) or SPIRIT OF APPLAUSE.
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
