An enquiry was held to consider interference rounding the wings of the by-passed final hurdle, involving
the winner, IMPOSE TOI (FR), ridden by Nico de Boinville and CHASING FIRE, placed second, ridden
by Sean Bowen. The interference was found to be accidental as a free running IMPOSE TOI (FR) had
to switch off the heels of a weakening KYNTARA, placed fourth, as the gap narrowed, as a result of the
by-pass, and in doing so took CHASING FIRE marginally off its intended line.
