Race 1 -  5:30pm .
THE INDUSTRY LEADING IN-PLAY MARKETS AT UNIBET APPRENTICE HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 6)

Permission was given for ATMOSPHERE and SNOW CREEK (IRE) to both wear a red hood to post.

Following the race, Taryn Langley reported that SNOW CREEK (IRE), unplaced, ran too free.

Race 2 -  6:00pm .
THE UNIBET MORE EXTRA PLACE RACES FILLIES' HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 5) (Jockey Club
Grassroots Mile Series Qualifier)
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Permission was given for RAJINOORA (IRE), SANGARA (IRE) and SHIMALEYAH (IRE) to all wear a
red hood to post. MAHRA’S LOVE wore earplugs which were removed at the start.

An enquiry was held to consider interference shortly after the start, involving ELIZA BENNET (IRE),
placed second, ridden by Daniel Muscutt, SANGARA (IRE), unplaced, ridden by George Bass,
RAJINOORA (IRE), placed fourth, ridden by Saffie Osborne and STELLA HOGAN (IRE), placed third,
ridden by Jason Watson. Muscutt was suspended for 7 days for careless riding as he allowed his mount
to drift right-handed when insufficiently clear, causing Bass to take a considerable check against the rail
for a number of strides, and as a result caused Osborne and Watson to switch sharply left-handed to
avoid heels.

1 ½ furlongs out, the winner, MAHRA’S LOVE (IRE), shifted quickly right-handed, taking BEAUTY
BEYOND, unplaced, and CHADLEENY (IRE), unplaced, off their intended lines and causing
THUNDERING BREEZE (IRE), unplaced, to become short of room, but after viewing a recording of the
incident, it was found that no riding offence was involved and that it had not improved the placing of
MAHRA’S LOVE (IRE).

Following the race, Jason Watson reported that STELLA HOGAN (IRE), placed third, ran too free, was
hampered shortly after the start and denied a clear run in the home straight.

Race 3 -  6:30pm .
THE UNIBET ZERO%/EBF RESTRICTED NOVICE STAKES (CLASS 4) (for horses in Bands C and D) (EBF
Restricted Race Qualifier) (GBB RACE)

Permission was given for STEEL DRUM (FR) and NORFOLK BLUE (IRE) to both wear a red hood to
post.

The Starter reported that NORFOLK BLUE (IRE) was unruly in stalls and withdrawn at 6:32pm. William
Knight was informed that the colt could not run until the day after passing a stalls test.

Race 4 -  7:00pm .
THE UNIBET SUPPORTING SAFER GAMBLING/EBF "CONFINED" MAIDEN STAKES (CLASS 4) (For horses
which have run no more than once) (GBB RACE)

Following the race, Paddy Bradley reported that DARKEST RED, unplaced, hung left-handed.

Race 5 -  7:30pm .
THE TRY UNIBET'S NEW SMARTVIEW RACECARDS HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4) (London Mile Series
Qualifier) (DIV I)

Permission was given for ENCOURAGER (IRE) and MARBUSH to both wear a red hood to post.

DUBAI BEACH (IRE), trained by Saeed bin Suroor had entered the Parade Ring after the signal to
mount had been given. After the representative of Saeed bin Suroor was interviewed, the trainer was
fined £140.

Race 6 -  8:00pm .
THE TRY UNIBET'S NEW SMARTVIEW RACECARDS HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4) (London Mile Series
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Qualifier) (DIV II)

Permission was given for KING OF FURY (IRE) to go early to post; and for PIVOTAL DAYS to wear a
red hood to post.

Following the race Ben Sanderson reported that LAZIEELUNCH, unplaced, was slowly away from the
stalls; Harry Davies reported that PADUA (IRE), placed fourth, ran too free; Kieran Shoemark reported
that PIVOTAL DAYS, unplaced, was never travelling, the Veterinary Officer examined PIVOTAL DAYS
post-race and had nothing to report; and Robert Havlin reported that EXACTLY RIGHT, unplaced, was
never travelling, the Veterinary Officer examined EXACTLY RIGHT post-race and had nothing to report.

Race 7 -  8:30pm .
THE TRY UNIBET'S NEW IMPROVED ACCA BOOSTS HANDICAP STAKES (CLASS 4) (London Middle
Distance Series Qualifier) (GBBPLUS RACE)

Permission was given for OUTGUN to be mounted in the chute and go early to post, wearing a red
hood; and for WONDER and XIOMARA (IRE) to both wear a red hood to post.

Shortly after the start, a free running WONDER, unplaced, ran onto and clipped the heels of UMBRIA
(GER), placed fifth, but after viewing a recording of the incident, it was found that no riding offence was
involved.

Following the race, Josephine Gordon reported that ZOFFANDIA (IRE), unplaced, hung left-handed
throughout.
